The next course is will take place from Monday 17th September to 
Friday 21st September, with arrival on Sunday 16th September and 
departure on Saturday 22nd September.

Your stay is fully catered from dinner on the day of arrival to 
breakfast on the day of departure.

Course Plan
Day 1 - lets see what you know and what you need to know.
Review of groups skills level and your individual learning requirements.
Introduction to the course and the essentials for good pattern cutting 
practice.

Your free set of Modeliste Creative Colour Blocks and free learning materials 
including 4 PDF pattern cutting workbooks, covering the essentials you need 
in order to start getting the most out of your basic blocks.

Demystifying the drafting process, why we do what we do. Drafting blocks 
from a set of basic measurements.

Day 2  - lets push your creative paern cuing skills to their limits
Modelling on the dress stand, learn the skills of ‘French Moulage’ and allow 
your creative pattern cutting skills to ourish.

Bifurcated pattern cutting, contour darts and contour tting.

Day 3 - Paern cuing for stretch fabrics
We will spend the whole day looking at classifying and cutting stretch 
patterns! There is a lot to learn here and you will have a good grasp of the 
subject by the end of the day and enough further reading to keep your 
learning going when you leave!

Day 4 - Style readings
test your skills and test my skills as you develop patterns for a garment of your 
own design, there is no better way to learn!

Day 5 - The essentials you need to progress
An introduction to grading patterns, a look at the CAD packages that are 
out there for pattern cutters.
